

What better way to begin your evening than with a full tour of Rome’s most famous sites? Believe us, no city in the world is more charming at night as Rome. This is a spectacular tour considering that many of the most popular sites in Rome are illuminated at night..
6:00p.m.- Departure from Villa Rosalba (can vary by season).

7:00p.m.- arrival to Rome.

7:00p.m-9:00/10:00p.m.- Tour Roma by night.

Highlights of this tour will consist of:

-Terme Di Caracalla and Archeological walk –
The Baths of Caracalla, or the Antoninian Baths, were begun by Septimius Severus in 206 and inaugurated in 217 by Caracalla. Sixteen hundred persons could bathe here at the same time. There were rooms for cold, hot and warm baths, splendid ceilings, porticoes, pillared halls, gymnasiums, where the rarest marbles, the most colossal columns, and the finest statues were admired by the people; even the baths were of basalt, granite, alabaster.
-The Colosseum and Arco di Tito-
Arch of Titus. Standing at a slightly elevated position at the northern approach to the Palatine Hill on the Via Sacra, the triumphal arch was erected in AD 81 to celebrate the sack of Jerusalem 10 years earlier, after the great jewish revolt. The view of the Colosseum from the arch is superb, and reminds us that it was the emeperor Titus who helped finish the vast amphitheater, begun earlier by his father, Vespasian.

- Piazza Venezia and Via Dei Fori Imperiali-
The broad Via dei Fori Imperiali is lined on either side by the remains of the Imperial Forums of ancient Rome. The street was laid in 1932 with the name Via dell'Impero (Empire Street) which reflected Mussolini's aims. It connects the centre to the districts of San Giovanni and Celio and is therefore an important artery for the city. The long existing plan to remove the road has never been implemented because the result would be paralysis of the city traffic. However, the plus side would be that the rest of the forums could be excavated. The street runs from Piazza Venezia to the Colosseum with the Basilica Ulpia, Trajan's Forum and Augustus' Forum on the right and Caesar's Forum and Nerva's Forum on the left.
- Tiberini Island-

The island of Rome. The small island in the Tiber, known as the "Isola Tiberina", was the subject of many legends connected with the origins of Rome. Two bridges join the island to the rest of the city: "Ponte Fabricius" built in 62 B.C. and still intact today, and "Ponte Cestio" built in 46 B.C. 

- Castel S. Angelo-
Also called Mausoleo di Adriano, Castel St. Angelo is a microcosm of Rome: layer upon layer, building upon building - a palimpsest. This most magnificent of all the Roman imperial tombs became a fortress in the Middle Ages and a Papal pleasure dome in the Renaissance. Perhaps the most pleasurable single monument Rome offers you.
-Piazza San Pietro
The colonnade is by Bernini. Between the colonnades and the obelisk, there are round stones set in the pavement. If you stand on one of these, you can appreciate the perfection of the structures. The four rows of columns create three galleries. The middle one is wider than the side galleries, and has at times been used for Corpus Christi procession.

-Gianicolo Hill-
the Gianicolo Hill, a privileged point, for a panoramic view of the city ( You will want to have your camera for this stop).
