Villa Adriana was built in 117 D.C. (after Christ’s death) by the emperor Adriano. It is the most important and complex “Roman villa” we have in Italy. It was discovered about 500 years ago and it’s still not completely uncovered. There are 4 thermal baths which are over 1,000 years old (naturally they are not working). There are lots of statues, columns and mosaics still in great condition. In 1999 Villa Adriana became part of the UNESCO list ( United Nations Educational Scientific and Cultural Organization).

12:00- Depart Villa Adriana and head to the city of Tivoli to visit Villa D’este.

12:30p.m.- Arrival to Villa D’Este  and break for lunch (not included in tour price).
1:00p.m.- Begin tour of Villa D’Este (entrance tickets included).
Villa D’Este was built in 1560 by Cardinal Ippolito D’Este. Every room in the villa has paintings of very important Roman artists of the time. The villa was completed 100 years later thanks to the help of the famous “Bernini”.
After visiting the inside the Villa we will go down to the famous “gardens” which will be one of the most beautiful highlights of the tour. The gardens exist in a marvelous mix of fountains, secular plants and flowers that will leave you in astonishment.
